Thank you for your interest in Okinawa Christian School International. It is my hope that the faculty, staff, 
and administration of this school be able to meet the spiritual and educational needs of your family.

Established in 1957, Okinawa Christian School began as a small school for missionaries’ children. With one 
teacher and eleven students, OCSI was conceived with the mission of spiritually training in the disciplines of 
the Christian faith while providing the best education possible. Now, nearly 50 years later, this school serves 
over 350 students representing nations from all over the world.

The decision to enroll a student in OCSI must be an informed one. As an international college prepara-
tory school OCSI does not teach English to students, rather we teach IN English. Because this is NOT a 
language school designed to develop conversational skills, students are expected to use English to study core 
subjects such as Bible, mathematics, history, and science.

To ensure that students are able to meet the academic standards set by the school, OCSI requires that stu-
dents demonstrate proficiency with English that will allow them to study and learn independently. Students 
in need of support can often benefit from the English as a Second Language program offered by the school, 
but admission to that program is limited in number and scope.

Therefore, we place great emphasis on the early development of literacy skills. Literacy for our purposes is 
simply defined as, “The ability to speak, read, write, and interact in a given language at a level that is age and 
grade appropriate.” This focus on literacy directs many of the school policies on how students are admitted, 
promoted, retained, or allowed to continue their enrollment.

Success at Okinawa Christian School International requires the commitment from all – students, parents, 
faculty, and administration. To know if OCSI is right for you and your family I invite you to review the en-
closed school information.

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Admissions, Promotion, and Retention Guidelines
Concerning Admissions:

The admissions guidelines for OCSI are inclusive and do not regard race, religion, or gender.  Gaining admission to 
OCSI is a multi-faceted process that includes one or more of the following:

An administrative interview of the student and parents•	
Review of previous school records, including but not limited to, report cards, standardized test results, behavior •	
records, etc.
Verification of an English language support system in the home e.g. one custodial parents or guardian that speaks •	
English in the home
Demonstration of sufficient English language skills by age 5; language proficiency test may be administered•	
Completion of a reading diagnostic to determine if a student is reading at a level that is within one year of the •	
grade to which they are seeking admission
Identification of special learning needs that may require special accommodations by either the classroom teacher •	
or administration

Concerning Promotion and Retention:
The process of determining whether a student is promoted to the next grade level is based primarily on observations 
and assessments made by the classroom teacher.  Those assessments may include, but not be limited to, the following:

Proficiency with the English language that can be demonstrated both orally and in written form; results of reading •	
diagnostics and standardized testing
Competence with grade-appropriate skills•	
Content knowledge•	
Proper development of social skills needed to maintain peer relationships•	
Age-appropriate work habits that support independent learning•	
At the discretion of a school administrator, students whose assessments show an English language deficiency of •	
more than one year MAY NOT be allowed to continue enrollment at OCSI. 

Concerning Withdrawal:
Given that the school has been provided no less than two weeks notice, students may be withdrawn from the school 
at any time of the year at the discretion of the parents.  Failure to provide two weeks notice will result in school fees 
being assessed.  Students who are withdrawn following a recommendation for retention must receive the approval of 
the Education Committee before being granted permission to reenroll.

Parental Agreement:
I have read and understand the policies of Okinawa Christian School regarding admissions, promotion/retention, and 
withdrawals.  Should my child or children be recommended for admission, these policies will be applied to them over 
the course of their enrollment.

General Overview 

Okinawa Christian School International (OCSI) provides the most comprehensive 
educational support base for the international community living in Okinawa, Japan.  
The school operates from its newly built $13.9 million campus in the village of 
Yomitan overlooking the East China Sea.  Situated in a suburban setting, the school is 
about fourteen miles (23 kilometers) north of Naha, Okinawa's capital city. 

 
Purpose 

OCSI is dedicated to serving the Lord through the vehicle of education.  The Lord has 
allowed this school the unique opportunity to provide a comprehensive pre-school 
through 12th grade education curriculum in the English language for the international 
community of Okinawa.  It is our responsibility to provide the best possible education 
for each child and to share God’s plan of love, purpose, and eternal relationship with 
him. 

 
Educational Overview 

OCSI is committed to excellence in providing an educational program firmly 
established in Biblical truth.  The school uses an American-based, Biblically 
integrated curriculum, enriched by courses in art, music, Japanese, and physical 
education. 
 
There are three divisions:  elementary school (K4-Grade 5), middle school (Grades 6-
8), and high school (Grades 9-12).  OCSI also offers an English as a Second 
Language (ESL) program. 
 
The curriculum prepares students for post-secondary education or employment while 
reflecting an international perspective.  The teaching style, curriculum, and school 
calendar are compatible with an American educational system.  It is in a cross-cultural 
environment which encourages bilingualism but maintains English as the primary 
language of instruction.   

 
Accreditation 

The Association of Christian Schools International (ACSI) and the Western 
Association of Schools and Colleges (WASC) accredit OCSI. 

 
Ministry Opportunities 

OCSI is the only accredited private international Christian school on Okinawa.  Since 
1957, the school has been demonstrating unconditional love, winning the right to be 
heard and responding to felt needs in its ministry to American and Asian students.  
The children of American missionaries in Japan need quality education.  Some 
parents of American military personnel on Okinawa desire their children to have a 
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Christ-centered education.  Asian students also highly prize an English language 
education.  OCSI is a mission field to children from 8 different countries of Asia, 
Europe, and the Americas. 

 
 
Student Body 

OCSI has a student body represented by eight countries to include England, Germany, 
India, Japan, Korea, Philippines, Switzerland and USA. 
Approximately 7% of the student body are children of missionaries, but most of the 
remaining student body come from non-Christian homes.  At any one time about 50% 
of the students have made personal commitments to Christ.  The other profess either 
no faith or one of the oriental religions. 
The vast majority of our students are Amerasian and use Japanese as their primary 
language at home. 

 
Curriculum 

OCSI’s curriculum is primarily American and all classes are taught in English.  Our 
school year is based on the American system.  Approximately 67% of our graduates 
attend colleges and universities in the United States.  The foreign language offered at 
our school is Japanese. 
Our high school grades are based on a 4.00 scale. The grading scale 100-93% is an A 
(4 pts.), 92-84% is a B (3 pts.), 83-75% is a C (2 pts.), 74-65 is a D (1 pt.), and below 
65 is an F (0 pts.). 
In order to graduate from OCSI a student must successfully complete 20 ½  units of 
academic credits plus four quarters of Bible for each year completed at OCSI.  The 20 
½ credits must include:  4 units of English, 3 units of Social Studies (including one 
unit of US History, ½  unit of Government and ½  unit of World View), 2 units of 
Science, 2 units of Mathematics (3 units beginning with the Class of 2010), 2 units of 
Physical Education, ½ of Health, and 7 units of electives (6 units beginning with the 
Class of 2010). 

 
Personnel 

The governing body of OCSI is a seven-member board made up of the superintendent 
and six missionaries or Christian workers who live on the island.  The board members 
serve a two year term and may be re-elected by the Okinawa Christian School 
Mission which is an organization made up of Christian parents, teachers, and other 
friends of the school.  Each faculty and staff member has been prayerfully chosen to 
work in partnership with parents to love, nurture, and teach the children.  A team of 
63 employed staff and volunteers work together to provide the human resources to 
fulfill the mission of the school. 

 
Registration and Operation 

OCSI is operated by Okinawa Christian School Mission which is registered in the 
State of New Jersey as a non-profit organization and complies with U.S. IRS tax laws.  
The school is also registered with the government of Japan as a non-profit foundation 
(Japanese term:  Zaidan Hojin). 
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Denominational Affiliation 

None.  Each staff member adheres to a Statement of Faith.  Some staff members are 
affiliated with denominational mission boards, all are committed to Christ as their 
personal Savior, and most are very active in the churches on Okinawa. 

 
School Plant 

The physical plant includes 39 classrooms, two libraries, three computer labs, and 
gymnasium.  A teacher dormitory is located on campus for direct-hire missionaries 
from abroad.
